Site access was limited, with 5t machinery
being the largest possible able to reach
main site

Initial ground investigation showed clay ground
conditions with no stone whatsoever

WRE carried out scheme visualisation for
Interpretive purposes




Due to the flood prone nature of the site, the
disruption of installation, and to control
costs, all excavation and concrete pouring
were tightly scheduled to minimise risks




All concrete was pumped to site to 0




Civil construction was carried out in twoph
minimising the risk in floee
